For Full Day Kindergarteners and Other Children


The Monday, Wednesday, Thursday and Friday program, from the time school gets out until 6:00 PM, offers supervised snack, free play, homework, outside and gym time, homework studies, and a wide range of classes and activities, including the arts, sports clinics, yoga, martial arts, cooking, science, and gardening. Our Tuesday program, which runs from 12:30-6:00 PM for all children, offers a variety of field trip experiences and club times.  During clubs children join smaller groups according to age which provides more in-depth involvement with activities of interest to each club.  An outstanding six week Ski Program is offered in January and February, for all ages.


The Center offers sign up for all Early Release Thursdays, and accommodates vacation programs according to need.

The Countryside Children’s Center, organized in the summer of 1977, is a two-site creative arts and recreation program, committed to providing high quality out of school time care for children in grades kindergarten through five. Our programs are designed to provide age-appropriate experiences and encourage a safe, nurturing social environment for all children.


Our Center at the Countryside School site shares space within the school, making use of the art room, the gym, and the cafetorium.  We also have access to the library and other classrooms as needed. Our Upper Falls site is housed in the Upper Falls Community Center, where our space includes a large classroom, a kitchen, and the gym.  Both sites have large outdoor playing areas and a full complement of toys, games, sports equipment, supplies, and computers.


The Countryside Children’s Center is a non-profit corporation administered by a Parent Board of Directors and is staffed by an Executive Director and professional teachers.  We maintain a student/staff ratio well below the state licensing requirements.  The Center is fully accredited and licensed by the Department of Early Education and Care. We welcome all children from the community.  Families of children from all schools must arrange for transportation through the Newton Public Schools. Enrollment is contracted on a school year basis, tuition is paid on a quarterly basis, and each family participates with some aspect of the Center.


The Countryside Children’s Center may offer a limited amount of financial aid to families in need. We also happily accept state childhood vouchers from qualifying families.


 








CCC Kindergarten Program


Our Kindergarten program is housed at our Upper Falls site, at 45 Pettee Street, from 12:30-3:30 on Monday, Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday .  We maintain an average student/teacher ratio of 6:1, and offer a daily curriculum of circle sharing, lunch, snack, free play, quiet time, physical activity, group interaction, and literacy. This half day program is designed to coincide with the Newton public schools schedule, and allows children to register with us in several time slots-- 12:30-3:30 PM, 3:00-6:00 PM, or 12:30-6:00 PM.


All kindergarten children ride the school bus from their school—Countryside, Angier, and Bowen—to the Upper Falls bus stop. CCC staff greets the children at the bus stop and escorts them into our facility.  Staff rides the bus with the children for the first few days to ensure their comfort and familiarity with the transition.


Kindergarteners who attend our Center at 12:30 participate in the above program with other kindergarteners until 3:30. They may also register for full day, and have the opportunity to interact with all age groups until 6:00 PM.
